Directions to Waldron:

From Fort Smith, AR

Take US-71 south from Fort Smith to Waldron approximately 35 miles.  
Turn left onto US-71 Business, 2.5 miles into the center of town.
Approximate miles:  50
Approximate driving time:  1 hr

From Tulsa, OK (TUL)
From Tulsa Airport, exit the airport only OK-11 going east.  
Go 1.4 miles and bear left onto I-244 (Joplin).  
Stay in the right lane 1.3 miles and exit onto US-169 southbound.  
From US-169 (4.7 miles), take the Broken Arrow Expressway / Muskogee Turnpike ( OK-51 ) eastbound 39 miles to I-40.  
Take I-40 eastbound to Roland, OK (exit #325).  
Follow US-64   6.7 miles into downtown Fort Smith and take a right onto Towson (just at the end of Downtown;  US-71 Bus).  

South on Towson 4.5 miles.  Right (south) onto US-71 approximately 35 miles.  

Turn left onto US-71 Business, 2.5 miles into the center of town.
Approximate miles:  165
Approximate driving time:  2 hrs 45 min

From Little Rock, AR (LIT)
From Little Rock airport, take I-440 westbound.

Approx. 2.5 miles, merge left onto southbound I-30  (Texarkana / Hot Springs).

Take southbound I-30   27.4 miles to US-70 westbound, following the signs to Hot Springs.

At 18.7 miles, bear right onto the US-270 business cut-off (follow the sign for Mt. Ida).

Exit left 11.9 miles to US-270 (Mt. Ida).

Take US-270 westbound 64.4 miles to “Y” City.

Turn right onto US-71 (northbound) 14 miles.
Turn right onto 6th St (aka AR-80);  1 mile to center of town.

Approximate miles:  141
Approximate driving time:  2 hrs 30 min

From Oklahoma City, OK (OKC)
From the Oklahoma City airport, take I-44 westbound to I-240.  

Take I-240 eastbound 16 miles and merge onto I-40 eastbound.

Take I-40 eastbound to Roland, OK (exit #325).  

Follow US-64   6.7 miles into downtown Fort Smith and take a right onto Towson (just at the end of Downtown;  US-71 Bus).  

South on Towson 4.5 miles.  Right (south) onto US-71 approximately 35 miles.  

Turn left onto US-71 Business, 2.5 miles into the center of town.

Approximate miles:  234
Approximate driving time:  4 hrs

From Dallas, TX (DFW)
Exit the DFW airport onto International Parkway S (TX-97 Spur S), 1 mile.

Take TX-183 / TX-360 eastbound 11 miles to I-35.

Merge onto I-35 eastbound and go 5 miles to I-30.

Take I-30 eastbound to Texarkana, AR/TX approx. 167 miles.
Take exit #223B at Texarkana and go north on US 71.

Follow US-71 northbound approx. 130 miles.

Turn right onto 6th St (aka AR-80);  1 mile to center of town.

Approximate miles:  330
Approximate driving time:  5.5 hrs

Directions to the Training Center from the center of Waldron:

North on US-71 Business approx. 1 mile to City Lake Road (on the right)

Take a right on City Lake Road and go approx. 2.3 miles to Taff Line (on the right;  Taff Lane is just before the Birdsview Cemetary).

Take a right onto Taff Lane and go .3 miles. 

Turn right into the Training Center driveway.
